walker. The main yard consists of ten concrete block stables, 

varying from 4m x4m to foaling boxes sized 4m x 6m. All boxes 

are dual aspect and face into the centre of the yard. The yard 

also comprises a washroom with running hot water and secure 

tack room and a variety of further outbuildings at the farm 

including the old dairy. 

There is quiet country lane hacking through the valley, local 

golf club and farmland with the Ashdown Forest only a 10-

minute box ride away.
